Are You A Type 1 Person?
 

You live in an area prone to certain disasters, like hurricanes, earthquakes or tornadoes, or you simply want you and your family to be prepared.   Your goal is to have your Ready In 10 Plans completed, in their notebook and ready to grab and go.
Or Are You A Type 2 Person?
 

You’re facing an imminent emergency.  They’ve just issued a hurricane warning for your area, or the river near your home is reaching flood stage.  You just found Ready In 10 and need a plan ASAP! 
The Ready In 10 Get Ready Kit is designed to work no matter what the situation.   Ready In 10 is broken down into three parts, the book you’re currently reading, the 10 Step Quick Start Guide, the Plans & Checklists, and the Ready In 10 Book.  
If you’re a Type 1 person, begin with this Quick Start Guide, and work through each step.  The steps themselves should take about 10 minutes each to complete.   Then when you have time, go back and fine tune your plans, to make sure that you and your family will have everything you need for future emergencies.
If you’re a Type 2 person, go through the Quick Start Guide to get a general idea of what each plan or checklist does, gather all of your vital documents and information, open and complete or print and fill in the Grab It An Go Vital Documents form, Medical Information Form, Ready In 10 Evacuation Plan and the Get Back To Life Plan.  Then when the crisis passes, go back, read the book and fine-tune your plans, to make sure you have everything you need for future emergencies.
HOW TO USE THE FORMS/PLANS IN MICROSOFT WORD
In your Get Ready Kit, you have received one copy of each Grab It and Go Form and Plan.  They’re meant to be used over and over again.  You don’t want to open a form, type in all your information and then save it with the same name, overwriting the original document.  

Instead, when you use the forms/plans:

1) Unzip the file and save all of the documents and books in one file.  You can call it Ready In 10!
2) Open the first Grab It & Go Form, Adult One Vital Information.  

3) Immediately SAVE IT WITH A NEW NAME.  JaneSmithVital, or JohnJonesAdult1.  This way you will always have the original file, so you can have a new clean copy to work from, or let another person in your family use it.  

4) Do this with all the forms and plans as you complete them.  Give each one its own unique name and save them to your computer.  Then you’ll be able to change them and reprint them any time you need to update your information.

Like any Word document, all you have to do to use it, is to move your mouse/cursor, click inside one of the empty boxes, and then begin typing your information into the empty box (as we’ve done with Trust Bank & Loan above).  

If you don’t have enough room for your information, all you have to do is make the box longer.  To do this, move your mouse to the bottom line of the box you want to lengthen.  As you hover over it, it will turn into an arrow.  Click and pull the line down, to adjust the length of the box.  It will turn into a dotted line as in the picture below and you can pull it down until you’re satisfied with the length.  Just release the mouse button and type in the rest of your information.
